
Managing Territorial 
Gang Violence 
with Young People

Aims:
• To illustrate the reasons why young people can become involved in gang violence 
    and issues of territoriality.

• To explore the strategies that can be adopted to manage conflict situations and to 
   work towards conflict resolution with young people.

• To explore the potential for drawing upon multi-agency partnerships as a means of 
   addressing issues of gang violence and territoriality.

• To provide case studies and first hand illustrations of how reformed gang members
   have turned their lives around through exposure to conflict management strategies 
   and mentoring approaches delivered through multi-agency partnerships.

Outcomes: On completion of this course, participants should be able to:

• Identify the reasons why young people may be drawn in to gang violence, 
   and the potential for multi-agency partnerships to address these issues.

• Plan the next steps to influence or make changes to the way they work as 
   a means of addressing issues of gang violence and territoriality.
